Questions and Answers

Will TrainCan courses be recognized?

YES.. the BASICS.fst, ADVANCED.fst, and ServSafe program will be recognized.
Will I need to get a Toronto Public Health Food Handlers Card?

For individuals who have taken a third party approved course like the ones offered by TrainCan you must apply to TPH and pay a $5.00 fee for their approved card.  This only applies if the course was taken after September 1, 2006.

If I am working outside of the Toronto area do I need to get a TPH card?

No, only if you move to work within the City of Toronto is the $5.00 card required.

Who needs to be certified?

Every owner/keeper of an eating and drinking establishment ensure that there is, at all times when the establishment is operating, at least one certified food handler working in a supervisory capacity in the area of the premises where food is prepared, processed, served, packaged or stored.
Do I need photo ID?

The food handler certificate(TrainCan Certificate) along with government issued photo identification must be shown upon request by the Medical Officer of Health or his or her designate or the Municipal Licensing and Standards Division
How long is my certificate valid for?

Existing TrainCan certificates and certificates issued after the September 1, 2006 implementation date are valid for a period of 5 years.

What is the enforcement target for Toronto Public Health?
TPH will be focusing on establishments that are inspected three times each year to start with and expanding into those inspected at other frequencies.
